Opening

Stand beneath the umbrella and locate the hub that connects the ribs. Firmly grip the hub and push it
upward until it passes the latch stop; a click will indicate that the hub is securely locked in place. Once
the click is heard, the hub can be released, and the umbrella will remain open.
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Closing

To close the canopy, firmly hold the hub to support its full weight, then press the latch stop to release
the lock. While keeping control of the hub, slowly lower it until the canopy is fully collapsed.

Care Tips

Use an appropriate base or anchoring system to secure the umbrella. Verify the recommended
base weight for your specific model. A minimum base weight of 70 Ibs is required to maintain
warranty coverage in commercial use case settings and environments.

Ensure the umbrella pole is fully and securely inserted into the base before use. Tighten any base
tightening knobs to secure the umbrella. Confirm the canopy is correctly positioned and evenly
seated on all frame ribs before opening.

For umbrellas with a pin-stop collar: start at the lowest pinhole for everyday functional use. As
fabric naturally stretches over time, a higher pinhole can be used for a tighter, more aesthetic fit —
however, a looser fitting is recommended in commercial & breezy conditions, as it allows the
fabric to flex with the wind and improves long-term durability.

The base or anchor for the umbrella must rest on a flat, stable surface. Always move the umbrella
by fully closing, uninstalling, and lifting/placing in the desired area — never drag or reposition
while open.

You may add a fabric defense to your canopy for an added layer of protection against oil and
water-based stains if desired. Visit our website to purchase a bottle of Pacifica Preserve and
Protect Fabric Defense.

General Warnings

A minimum base weight of 70 Ibs is required to maintain warranty coverage for anchor-related
incidents. Always verify the recommended base weight for your specific umbrella model.

May cause damage or injury when used improperly.

When not in use, close the canopy, cover, and store outdoor furniture in a dry and clean area.

How to Clean
+ Frame
* To keep the frame looking its best, wipe with a clean damp cloth and a solution of mild soap
and water'. Dry thoroughly with a clean dry cloth. While the canopy is installed, use a soft
bristle brush to regularly remove loose dirt, leaves, and debris.
* To remove water spots, scrub the frame with a clean cloth or soft bristle brush using a solution
of white vinegar and water?. Dry thoroughly with a clean dry cloth.

* While the canopy is installed, use a soft bristle brush to regularly remove loose dirt, leaves,
and other debris from the fabric.

= For spills and stains, spray a mild cleaning solution of mild soap and water' and scrub with a
soft bristle brush or clean cloth.

* For more severe cases, use Pacifica: Restore and Renew Fabric Cleaner. Spray 10 inches from
the surface, scrub with a soft bristle brush, and thoroughly rinse with clean water.

* Machine Wash Cold and Air Dry Only.
